ELIGIBILITY

The scholarship is awarded to undergraduate students who are currently enrolled in or accepted to college at
the time of submission, and who intend to pursue a career in the field of Graphic Design. Applicants must either
reside in or attend an accredited College in the greater Philadelphia region.

REQUIREMENTS
I) Students must be enrolled full time in an undergraduate program for the 2021/2022 academic year.

2) Students should major in or intend to major in a Graphic Design or related program (Visual Communication,
Interactive Design, etc.)

3) Students must have an Expected Family Contribution (EFC Score) of less than $15,000.This number is on
your FAFSA form.

4) Students must have a minimum GPA Requirements of 2.0.

Remember that your work will be viewed on a computer screen.® Images should be an original digital
file when possible. Otherwise, make sure photographs or scans of work are properly lit and in focus.e
Feature your work as simply and as clearly as possible; single images read much better than multiples
on one page.
